Approve the Agenda- a motion to approve by Councilman Riddle; 2nd by Councilwoman Purvis; all in favor.

Read and approve past minutes of October 11, 2016 work, regular and executive meeting – a motion to approve by Councilwoman Purvis; 2nd by Councilman Riddle; all in favor.
Public comment - The Public is invited to speak on any agenda item or area of concern.  Items presented during the public portion of the agenda cannot be acted upon by the Town Council.  Individual council members may ask questions of the public but are prohibited by open meeting laws from discussing or considering items amongst themselves until the item is officially placed on the agenda.   

Point of Order - Pursuant to procedure, the public comment section of the meeting is limited to a maximum of 15 minutes, with an individual limit of 3 minutes per speaker.  To keep a certain amount of decorum, the individual having the floor at that time will not be interrupted except for a point of order.  All applicable rules of order will apply.  Carol Judd expressed her appreciation of the council in their efforts for cleaning up the town.  She does how ever have an objection to the way that they are going about it.  She is also concerned about the code itself.  She stated that per the code, no one in town is complying.  She stated her feelings about her sister Lucy Judd having to move at the age of 78 and was upset that the Town let her hook up on the property in the beginning if it was against code.  Dirk Ballard addressed his concerns with the cat problem in the town specifically the Grand Canyon Motel and the residence located between Kim Lathim and his daughter Daisy Johnson.  He stated this is a serious issue because his daughter, her goats and her dog have all miscarried.  He said that dogs and goats do not miscarry and through Daisy’s research, cat feces can cause this in animals.  He would like the council to take this seriously and take care of the cat problem.

Town Manager Report- He briefly discussed the Wreath contest that the Town is sponsoring.  He and 
the Clerk discussed with the council the budget and that the town spending has been curtailed to 
only emergency purchases approved by the Manager until revenue catches up.  He informed the 

council that we would be moving their second meeting in November from the 22nd to the 29th if that 

has okay.

1.  Non-conforming subdivisions- a memo was provided to the council about his findings and 
recommendations of actions for the Town staff.  He will present a resolution at the next meeting 
with those actions and the council’s approval.
2.  Appointments to all committees, board and/or commissions- he discussed that the code has 
established 7 committees and that out of the 18 committees that were created, the town only had 4 
of those.  He stated that at the next meeting he would be discussing the establishment of the other 3 
and their terms.

Item #5 Discussion on moving the limb pile out east of town- the Fire Chief discussed his concerns with the 




 limb pile always being set on fire without his discretion.  He stated that most of the time the pile ignites 




 when it has been pushed up and that sometimes someone is just lighting it on fire.  There was discussion 




 had among all present about moving it out east by the Shooting Range.  The Manager stated that he is 




 working with the BLM to get the permit to be able to do that.  But, it will likely take at least one year to 




 just get the permit.  The Fire Chief also stated his concern about ADEQ finding something wrong with 





 the set up.
